MISSION US  is a ground-breaking new multimedia project 
designed to engage students in grades 5-9 in American History 
content.  Developed by a team of educators, historians, public 
television representatives and professional video game 
designers MISSION US is a project of the Corporation for Public 
Broadcasting’s American History and Civic Initiative. 

The centerpiece of MISSION US will be a series of free, 
standards-based, quest-themed, online video games designed 
for classroom use primarily by middle school students (though 
some upper elementary and high schools students have used 
and enjoyed it as well).

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Locked Out: The Fall of Massive Resistance  - Following a mandate by the US Supreme Court to desegregate 
schools, Virginia’s government instead chose to lead a movement called Massive Resistance that affected the lives of 
school children across most of the South, and left a permanent scar on the history of the entire nation. “Locked Out” is 
the story of the fall of Massive Resistance and the desegregation of public schools told by the students who lived through 
it. The one-hour documentary produced by WCVE PBS in partnership with the Center for Politics at the University of 
Virginia, tells the stories of many of the students who, at a young age, found themselves on the front lines of the fight 
against Massive Resistance and whose lives were indelibly altered by Virginia’s refusal to integrate the state’s public 
schools. “Locked Out” offers first-hand accounts of the negative effects of this concerted abuse of public power and yet 
tells how it also paved the way for future progress. In 1989, thirty years after the fall of Massive Resistance, Virginia 
would become the first state to elect an African-American governor. In 2008, exactly fifty years after the first Virginia 
school was closed, Barack Obama carried the Commonwealth in the presidential election.  Airs 6/7 at 4-5 a.m. 

 

Model T’s to War:  American Ambulances on the Weste rn Front, 1914-1918 .  Prior to the United States’ entry into 
World War I – more than 3,000 American volunteers, paying their own passage, sailed to France to aid in the war effort.  
The documentary focuses on the valiant work of the American Field Service, ambulance sections assigned to help the 
French Army in its fight against German forces.  Airs 6/2 at 4-5 a.m. 

 

Flight to Freedom - Between 1790 and 1860, thousands of slaves fled the South for liberation on the "Underground 
Railroad". In addition to examining archival photographs, records and artifacts and interviews with national experts and 
descendants of slaves, conductors, and abolitionists, this program includes examples of spirituals sung by slaves as part 
of the "code" system, and visits homes which were used as shelters. The program highlights Rochester, New York, 
which was at the heart of the railroad, where passengers were hidden by Frederick Douglass, Susan B. Anthony, Harriet 
Tubman and others. Airs 6/9 at 4-5 a.m. 

 

Forgotten War:  The Struggle for North America . - Two-hundred and fifty years ago, three powers clashed in an epic 
struggle for North America. Often overshadowed by the American Revolution, the French and Indian War (1755-1760) 
determined which great European empire would control the Ohio River Valley, the gateway to the West, and the crucial 
highway of rivers and lakes connecting New York and Montreal. FORGOTTEN WAR: THE STRUGGLE FOR NORTH 
AMERICA recounts the little-known story of how the Indian nations of the Northeast controlled the outcome of this war. 
An international panel of experts dig beneath the familiar history and shed new light on this long-ago conflict. The 
documentary follows the fates of the Abenaki and Iroquois people, separates fact from the myth of Robert Rogers and 
his legendary Rangers and chronicles the "massacre" at Fort William Henry, the battles of Fort Ticonderoga and Crown 
Point, the tragic expulsion of the Acadians and the fall of Quebec and Montreal.   Airs 6/4 at 4-5 a.m.

15 Miles on the Erie Canal   - features the people and places that make the canal a popular destination. Throughout the 
program canal expert and historian Thomas Grasso offers great insight into the making and the history of the canal while 
SUNY Brockport associate professor, accomplished musician and expert in Erie Canal songs, Dr. William Hullfish 
provides the documentary’s soundtrack.
